What a complex and seemingly paradoxical statement
about the nature of faith! How can we have a
conviction in things that are beyond our senses,
beyond our perception and understanding?

Physics in its simplest definition is the study of matter
and how it works. While physicists can only see, as it
were, the “shadow” of these tiny realities of matter
(atoms, quarks, gluons, and electrons), they point to
and indeed make up materials all around us. We
cannot see them, but we trust they are there.

In the same way, the Scripture affirms that faith is able
to discern the substance behind the shadows of our
reality. The apostle Paul wrote that "what can be seen
is temporary, but what cannot is eternal...for we walk
by faith not by sight". The conviction of faith, therefore,
is the ability to see through our circumstances to the
spiritual realities behind them.
