A Faith That Works 
 

Jesus’ pronouncement that the kingdom of God was at 
hand was accompanied by evidences of the in-
breaking of God's kingdom: healings, deliverance, 
inclusion of those excluded from temple worship, and 
teaching with authority. Indeed, Jesus argued that the 
prophecy of Isaiah was fulfilled in him: ‘The Spirit of 
the Lord is upon me, because he anointed me to 
preach the gospel to the poor.  He has sent me to 
proclaim release to the captives, and recovery of sight 
to the blind, to set free those who are downtrodden, to 
proclaim the favourable year of the Lord’ (Luke 4:17-
21).  

 

If we claim to have faith in Christ, we must go and do 
likewise.  James reminds us that true faith works in the 
world and inspires the demonstration of tangible 
expressions of faith in the daily living of our lives. 
‘Even so faith, if it has no works, is dead, being by 
itself...for just as the body without the spirit is dead, so 
also faith without works is dead’ (James 2:17, 26).
