So often this line is quoted as the quality that 
distinguishes the believer from the unbeliever, the 
rested from the restless.  But I don’t think this is what 
Augustine intended, nor do I think it is a helpful place 
to draw the line.  As believers, we still struggle with sin 
and disappointment.  We are still restless, still longing, 
still at times discontent.  Our longing is partially 
satisfied now because we are partially sanctified.  We 
have, in the Spirit, a deposit of what is to come.  But it 
is not here yet, and at times we are filled with 
discontent at the thought of it.  I am not yet who I will 
be when I stand before Christ face to face; neither am I 
fully at home as a pilgrim who sees only in part what I 
will one day see in full.  With all of creation, I am still 
groaning for restoration, reconciliation, redemption. 
 

Augustine is talking eschatological rest--and we are 
not there yet.  Until then, our restlessness can be 
deeply devotional, our discontent a constant 
confession that we anticipate being fully restored to the 
way we were meant to be: in full fellowship with the 
Father.
