The Mission of Jesus

The mission of Jesus was a mission of compassion.
The words ‘mission’ and ‘compassion’ should always
be bracketed; indeed almost hyphenated, so closely
do they belong to one another. Again and again we
read in the gospels that Jesus 'was moved with
compassion' -- now by the leaderless or hungry
crowds, now by the sick, now by a single leprosy
sufferer, now by a widow who had lost her only child.
What aroused his compassion was always human
need, in whatever form he encountered it. And out of
compassion for people in need he acted. He preached
the gospel, he taught the people, he fed the hungry, he
cleansed the leper, he healed the sick, he raised the
dead. All this was part of his mission. He had not come
to be served, he said, but to serve (Mk. 10:45). Of
course the climax of his self-giving service was his
atoning death, by which he secured our salvation.
Nevertheless, his mission of compassion was not
limited to this, because human need is not limited to
this. He was sent to serve, and his service was
adapted with compassionate sensitivity to human
need.
