In the World ...

Of the many objections to Christianity, there is one in
particular that stands out in my mind as troubling. That
is, the argument that to be Christian is to withdraw
from the world around us, to follow fairy tales with
wishful hearts and myths that insist we stop thinking
and believe that all will be right in the end because
God says so.

It was in such a vein that Karl Marx depicted
Christianity as a kind of drug that anesthetizes its
consumers to the suffering in the world and the
wretchedness of life. Sigmund Freud argued similarly
that belief in God functions as an infantile dream that
helps us evade the pain and helplessness we both feel
and see around us. | don’t find these critiques and
others like them troubling because | find them at all an
accurate picture of the kingdom Jesus described.
