According to the early Christians, what was 
accomplished in Jesus’ death and resurrection is the 
foundation, the model and the guarantee for God’s 
ultimate purpose, which is to rid the world of evil 
altogether and to establish his new creation of justice, 
beauty and peace.  And it’s clear from the start that 
this was not intended simply as a distant goal for which 
one was compelled to wait in passive expectation.  
God’s future had already broken into the present in 
Jesus, and the church’s task consisted not least of 
implementing that achievement and thus anticipating 
that future.  I have found in my own work over the last 
few years that this eschatological framing of the 
church’s task is the most helpful way I know of 
understanding both the challenges, the possibilities 
and the limits of what we are supposed to be doing 
here and now.
